A standards report had been previously circulated to governors, and the headteacher reported that 61.4% of key Stage 1 pupils attained a GLD at the end of the Foundation Stage, therefore 70% combined reading, writing, maths and 18.2% GD is good progress.

There has been an improvement in the number of children attaining a GLD in reading and writing over the past 3 years. 

Comparison of children exceeding 

Children exceeding the ELG has taken a dip compared to Standhill 2018 figures, however they are still above the LA for 2019, reading is in line with National 2018, slightly below in number, but significantly below in writing. 

Phonics
Year 1

Attainment is at unsatisfactory with only 66.7% of year 1s at the required standard.  This is 15.3% lower than National and 13.4% lower than the LA. 71.7% of these children attained the ELG in FS2. (2 SEN children were disapplied from the test but still appear in the figures.)
(5)PP 60% which is higher than 2018, slightly lower than their peers and the LA

(3)SEN 0% lower than peers and the LA (2 of the 3 disapplied 1 selective mute, 1 HLN SEN, has no speech) third child failed by 1 mark. 

(4)BME   50% which is higher than 2018, but lower than their peers and lower than LA

(4)EAL 75% higher than their peers and LA

YEAR 2

However, attainment by the end of year 2 is at least good with 97.7 % of year 2’s at the required standard. This is higher than the LA and National and higher than last year. 

Governor question

Was any correlation between the figures and the school not having a nursery attached to it? The HT responded that the figures are the same even with nurseries and it is to do with more children with special needs.

The governors noted the phonics is part of the SDP and the headteacher advised that the pupils who are close to getting it will have additional input around Easter, after school. 

Governors noted that last year the school tried a different approach with phonics and it resulted in the teachers losing a bit of ownership and the pupils not necessarily accessing the right level. They swapped to year groups – 3 groups in each year – meant more flexibility to take other activities, such as yoga.

®  Our highest level of SEN need is SALT, this is also mirrored in the speaking and listening skills of children
throughout school.

e 2019 data showed a dip in year 1 phonics (although above National in the year 2 resits)

e 2019 showed a small dip in end of key stage 1 reading (although above at GD)

Priority 2
To devise an appropriate curriculum through skilled middle leadership that reflects and embeds our
school ethos and core values.

Context:

e The current curriculum has been in place for 2 years and now needs to be updated to reflect the needs
of our current children and be in line with the OFSTED framework Intent, Implement and Impact.

* High proportion of staff are UPS and their skills need to be utilised to add value to the curriculum and
outcomes for children.

e The School ethos statement and core values are being updated and these need to be reflected in the
curriculum we offer.

® New SRSC curriculum to be implemented ready for 2020, this will also link to nurture work already
started in 2018/19.

Priority 3

To improve the teaching and learning of ICT across the school so that children have a good
understanding of computing and ICT enabling them to use and apply this knowledge across the
curriculum.

Context:

e All hardware replaced in 2018/19.

® [CT (computing) coordinator is now in third year of teaching and ready to lead curriculum
developments.

® SEN, EAL, FSM and PP children attained less well than their peers in National tests and assessments in

	Attendance 2018-19
Governors noted that attendance has steadily increased over the past 3 years. 
The latest national figure is for 17/18 where attendance was 95.2% – the school are now 1.73 above this at 96.93%

All vulnerable groups have better attendance than national figures. 

The worry is the persistent absentees. Families are being sent letters as required. The school asks for proof of illness from the doctors – either an appointment card or prescription. Three consecutive days or ten sporadic days could trigger a fine. 

The governors noted that the headteacher is doing all she can within the realms of the policy:
	

	
	ACTIONS

1. Continue to offer rewards for parents of PP/FSM children for improved attendance. 

2. Fruity Friday initiative to continue as there is sustained improvement since it was initiated. 

3. Certificates to children to be sent termly.

4. Reminders to parents about the administration of calpol/antibiotics if child is fit enough for school.

5. Penalty notice requests for persistent absentees. 

6. Letters to persistent absentees stating no absence would be authorised without medical evidence and any holiday would be followed by a penalty notice.
